o Overview: The Morse Fall Scale is an evidence-based risk stratification
tool for fall prevention practices. The screenshots and notes below outline
changes within the EHR in alignment with the 2022.2 release.

Safety/Risk Regulatory

The EDM module has been updated to include the new Morse Falls Scale and will be applicable to adult
patients with an ESI level of 1, 2, or 3. Pediatric patients will continue to be assessed using the current
nursing judgement-based screening tool. Age-based programming is in place to direct the nurse to the
appropriate scale.
